FIRST SUNDAY IN LENT

For next Sunday, the first Sunday
in the Lenten Season, I want to
focus on the text from Matthew
4:1-11. This is the traditional
reading for the First Sunday in
Lent and is commonly known as
the temptation of Jesus.

As we have journeyed through the
Old Testament and now are
beginning to look at the New
Testament, I believe this account
of Jesus’ temptation by Satan is
the heart of understanding God’s
love for us in the creation,
humanity’s willful disobedience,
and the ultimate gift of Grace
given in Jesus Christ.

For next Sunday, March 1, read
from your Bible, Matthew 4:1-11;
and then re-read Genesis 2-3.
Look for the common theme
between the temptation of Adam
and Eve and the temptation of
Jesus. And ponder this question:
“Are we tempted in this day and
age to have unlimited wealth,
immortality, and total power over
others?” I believe the answer to
that question unlocks the whole
mystery of the Scriptures, and
God’s plan for His people.
